Minutes of Planning Committee meeting
Minutes of the Planning Committee meeting held on the 23™September 2025. Minutes
of the meeting held on the 23 September were approved.

Public Participation
A member of the public attending the meeting was particularly concerned with
application P25/V2394 (Shrivenham Golf Course — 200 new dwellings). They requested
that SPC take steps to maximise community awareness of this application, including
circulating information through all local networks and nearby Parish Council’s, with the
aim of encouraging as many residents as possible to share their views. The member of
the public further requested that SPC liaise with any relevant contacts at the Vale of
White Horse District Council (VoWHDC) to obtain any additional information available
regarding this application. Cllr. Ware advised that Watchfield Parish Council have a
meeting scheduled on the 2" of December 2025; time to be confirmed and it would be
advantageous for a Councillor to attend that meeting on behalf of SPC. Member of
public advised to encourage individual responses from parishes.

Application P25/V2394 Shrivenham Golf Course, Pennyhooks Lane, Shrivenham, SN6 8EX -
200 new dwellings
Cllr. Ware reported that comments within the planning documentation suggest that SPC
has not fulfilled its duty to cooperate. Cllr. Ware noted that this assertion is incorrect
emphasising that SPC has consistently engaged and collaborated with Swindon
Borough Council on multiple occasions. Further, it has long been understood that SPC

is geographically too distant from Oxford City Centre to address Oxford’s unmet housing
needs.

Cllr. Ware also highlighted that the planning documents identify a supposed need for a
new surgery and so SPC should inform Elm tree Surgery of this if they are not already
aware.

Cllr. Ware requested that the planning application be reviewed by both Oxfordshire
County Council (OCC) and the Vale of White Horse District Council (VoWHDC), and that
the application be called in by the VoWHDC Planning Committee, regardless of the
recommendation from the consultation.

As the consultation period for the pre-application closes on the 5™ of January 2026, SPC
should formally request an extension from VoWHDC. This is partially due to the
Christmas period significantly restricting the time available to prepare a thorough
response and also because the Chair of SPC planning committee being away for a
significant time during this period. Therefore, SPC should hopefully be afforded
additional time to respond, especially as the applicants have had several years to
prepare their submission.

SPC will contact C/Cllr. Markham as soon as possible to request support in havigating
this process and an invite to D/Clirs. Foxhall and Patel to a meeting to discuss this
further.
